ÅAbout half of the connections are gravity and half are low pressure

ÅFor gravity connections the contractor installed a clean out at the property line.  Clean 
out has a cast iron frame and cover, PVC riser.  Connection will be made to capped end ~ 
4-6 ft below grade.

ÅFor low pressure connections, the contractor installed a combination valve ςcheck valve

ÅChapter §180-6 of the Code of Falmouth, as amended at the 4/15 Annual Town Meeting, 
the Town of Falmouth requires that sewer connections in the Little Pond Sewer Service 
Area be overseen by a plumber licensed in the Commonwealth of MA.

Town Requirements for both Gravity and Low 
Pressure Installations
ÅCall Dig Safe and Town water/sewer divisions 72 hours ahead

ÅPipe slope for gravity part of installation is н҈ όмκпέκft); ƴƻǘ ƭŜǎǎ ǘƘŀƴ м҈ όмκуέκft)

ÅMinimum cover depth of gravity pipe is 4 feet

ÅPipe properly bedded & compacted

ÅStones greater than 2 inches shall be removed - no stones within 6 inches of the pipe
